In the days of Easter, the Church turns to the reading of the 

Acts of the Apostles.  There it is noted that the community of 

believers was of one heart and mind and, that as a community, 

all shared together in supporting the needs of others.  It is  

an ancient memory of our Church community that we are a 

family, and that we have a responsibility to share from our 

abundance with others.   

 

Each year during the Easter Season, the Archbishop of Denver 

also asks us to share in the common work of our Archdiocese:  

to educate children, to care for the needs of the poor, to train 

those who will serve as deacons and priests in our Archdio-

cese, to communicate the Gospel, and to live as a sign of 

Godôs presence in the midst of the world.  This common work 

is known as the Archbishopôs Catholic Appeal.  Last year, 

thousands of Catholics raised more than $7,700,000.00 for 

Archdiocesan programs.  A portion of every gift was ear-

marked for the benefit of young people and youth; another 

portion was directed to Catholic Charities to help feed the 

hungry and clothe the needy; another portion was invested in 

the education of our seminarians.   

 

Once again, it is time for us to renew our pledge to support the 

work of the Church of Northern Colorado, the Archdiocese of 

Denver.  If you are new to the Archdiocese, we ask you to 

make your first pledge this year.  The Archbishop is very 

much aware of the challenging times in which we live.  But 

consider the difference that you might make in someone elseôs 

life.
